Back to the Future— 
Combined Membership Votes to Relocate to Belle Mar Mall 
 

The decision was made in December to endorse a proposal to relocate the Moose Family Center to the Belle Mar 
Mall.  At the December 10th special meeting of the combined membership, which includes the members of the 
fraternal Women of the Moose (WOTM) Chapter # 606 and Men’s Loyal Order of Moose (LOOM) Lodge # 
1414, a proposal from The Goodman Group which would result in a move back to remodeled space in the Belle 
Mar Mall. 
 

The Mankato Moose Family Center is now temporarily headquartered in the lower level of the American Legion 
Post 11 (222 1/2 East Walnut Street).  Of the 69 who cast a ballot, 62 voted in favor, 6 voted against, and one bal-
lot was invalidated.  Moose International must now review the matter before any contracts can be finalized.  A 
May 1, 2008, date for the move back is not unrealistic if Moose International and the Goodman Group move for-
ward on the arrangement. Key features included: 
 

     - 15 year leasing term from 2008 to 2022.   
     - Use of 3,740 square feet of remodeled Belle Mar Mall space. 
     - $9 per sq.ft. for base rent + $3.20 per sq.ft. for common area maintenance, taxes, insurance.  Combined     
        monthly charge = $3,800.  Rate adjusted every two years until 2022 when rate is $11 per square foot. 
     - $255,000 in remodeling costs to be covered by:  $50,000 from blue Earth County; $30,000 from an interest 
        free “construction” loan issued by The Goodman Group to the Moose Family Center to be paid back in five 
        years at $500 per month; and $175,000 picked  up by The Goodman Group. 
     - Cost of all flooring, wall paint and /or wall coverings handled by Moose Family Center.  (Estimated at  
       $10,000.)

Chapter 606 has 2 delegates on the 7 member board, LOOM has two, and the remaining three 
seats are filled periodically through an at-large election. This is an important meeting so please mark your calendars.

With the close of this calendar year 2007, I wish to thank everyone, personally, for your help and support . . . My 
Officers and Chairmen, Co-workers, LOOM and JMB have all been awesome . . . It has been a year with lots of ups 
and downs, but we are remaining positive and moving forward as best we can together with everyone’s help.
